AUTHORI TY

The Ordinance Enforcenment Oficer is hereby authorized to
enforce all Ordinances of the Township, whether heretofore or
hereafter enacted, and whether such Odinances specifically
designate a different enforcing official or do not designate any
particular enforcing officer. \Were a particular officer is so
designated in any Odinance that officer's authority shall
continue in full force and effect and shall not be dim nished or
inpaired by the terns of this Odinance, and the authority of

the Ordinance Enforcement Oficer shall be in addition and
suppl enmentary to the authority granted to such other specific
of ficer. An  Ordi nance Enf or cenent Oficer shal | in the

performance of the officer's duties be subordinate and
responsible to the Supervisor or such other Township Board
menber as the Township Board may fromtine to tinme designate.

DUTI ES
The Ordinance Enforcenent Oficer's duties shall include
the followi ng: investigation of Odinance violations; issuing
and serving Odinance violation notices; 1issuing and serving
appearance tickets as authorized under 1968 Public Act 147, as
anended (MCL 764.9c); issuing and serving nunicipal Odinance
violation notices and nunicipal civil infraction citations as

aut hori zed under 1994 Public Act 12, as it may fromtinme to tine
be anended (MCL 600.8701 et seq.); appearance in court or other
judicial or quasi-judicial proceedings to assist in prosecution
of Ordinance violators; and such other O dinance enforcing
duties as may be delegated by the Township Board or Township
Supervi sor.

SEVERABI LI TY

The provisions of this Odinance are hereby declared to be
severable and if any part is declared invalid for any reason by
a court of conpetent jurisdiction it shall not affect the
remai nder of the Ordinance which shall continue in full force
and effect.
